No0.-3/M-04/2026-GAD/6307—In exercise of the powers conferred under proviso to

Article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Bihar makes the following Rules to
amend the "Bihar Government Servant Conduct Rules, 1976" (as amended from time to

time)—

1. Short title, extent and commencement.— (1) These Rules may be called as the

"Bihar Government Servant Conduct (Amendment) Rules, 2026."
(2) It shall extend to the whole State of Bihar.
(3) It shall come into force from the date of its publication in official Gazette.

2. Insertion of Sub-rule-3) after Sub-rule-2) of Rule-9 in Bihar Government
Servant Conduct Rules, 1976 (as amended from time to time).- In the said rules, Sub-rule-
(3) after Sub-rule-(2) of Rule-9 shall be inserted as follows-

" (3) Use of Social Media Platforms and Instant Messaging Applications-
Government employee, himself or pseudonymously, without the prior permission of the
designated authority-

) Shall not use the official e-mail or mobile number provided to them to
create or operate a personal social media account.

(1) Shall refrain from using social media in a way that reduces the dignity of
their office or damages the reputation of the government. This includes
maintaining respectful tone, avoid using vulgarity or inflammatory
language, and ensuring truthfulness and factuality in any content shared.

@dii)  Shall avoid posting such material which may create conflict between
personal viewpoint and professional responsibilities. The achievements of
the Government shall not be presented as anyone's personal effort or
personal achievement.

@v)  Shall not operate anonymous or pseudonymous social media accounts.

%) Shall not endorse or criticize specific individuals, legal professionals,
media organizations or political entities on social media.

(vi)  Shall not express personal opinion on social media on government
policies/schemes and orders/decisions of the Supreme Court, High Courts
etc.

(vil)  Shall not post any classified/sensitive information on social media
platforms .

(viii) ~ Shall not use their social media account to endorse any product, service or
enterprise or for personal gain for himself, friends, relatives or other
acquaintances .

(ix)  Shall not post any paper or other information on social media platforms
regarding the order passed by themselves.

X) Shall not make video/reels etc. of workplace or any meeting held at the
workplace or shall not livecast workplace on social media platforms. Shall
not livecast or upload viedo of any conversation with a complainant at
workplace.

Shall not participate in any kind of coaching, lecture, live broadcast, chat,
webinar etc., when invited, and shall not earn any kind of money/income
on government/private social media platforms.

Confidential government documents/signed reports or applications shall
not be posted on personal social media platforms.

Shall not disclose the identity or name or other details of any sexually
exploited victim or juvenile offender on government/personal social media
platforms and shall not make any comment that affects someone's dignity
or is against his dignity, on the basis of caste/religion.

Shall not make objectionable remarks against his senior officers/
colleagues/junior colleagues on government/personal social media
platforms which affects the departmental dignity.

Shall not make any kind of symbolic protest as DP/profile picture on
government/personal social media platforms and shall not put symbols
related to any organization or political party as DP/picture of account on
government/ personal social media platforms. Shall not troll or bully any

person on social media platforms.

Provided that, where any Government servant has been
specifically authorized by the Government or designated authority, for the
said purposes, then such conduct shall not be treated as a violation of the

said provisions."
